The Impact on Youth Personal and Social Development

= Service-learning has a positive effect on the personal development of public school youth.

=  Students who participate in service-learning are less likely to engage in “risk” behaviors.

=  Service-learning has a positive effect on students’ interpersonal development and the ability to relate to
culturally diverse groups.

The Impact on Civic Responsibility

=  Service-learning helps to develop students’ sense of civic and social responsibility and their citizenship
skills.

=  Service-learning provides an avenue for students to become active, positive contributors to society.

The Impact on Academic Learning

=  Service-learning helps students acquire academic skills and knowledge.

=  Students who participate are more engage in their studies and more motivated to learn.
=  Service-learning is associated with increased student attendance.

Other outcomes of service learning include improved respect of teachers and students, improved overall school
climate, more positive perceptions of school and youth by community members.
